To the first floor are three well proportioned bedrooms, one of which features an attractive
ornamental fireplace, further enhancing the home’s period appeal. The second floor reveals a
useful dressing room and a stunning house bathroom, beautifully appointed and featuring a
freestanding bath, creating a luxurious retreat.

Externally, the property enjoys enclosed gardens to the side and rear, laid to lawn with paved patio
areas ideal for outdoor dining and relaxation. A detached ‘hobbit-style’ garage adds a quirky and
distinctive touch, while a driveway provides off street parking.
