Being brought to the market capturing the perfect blend in our opinion of tasteful décor whilst being in close proximity to all of Ashfords amenities
near‐by ‐ A must for your viewing list!  In brief, the ground floor accommodation consists of an entrance hall, W/C and a spacious, light open plan

fitted kitchen/dining room. The kitchen itself has a good array of wall and base units, space for free standing appliances as well as the chance to dine
as a family with a table and chairs positioned by the patio doors. Across the hall, there is a large family reception room that occupies the right hand
side of the ground floor, the homes unique ground floor shape gives the room character, offering a lovely bay window to the front as well as another

set of patio doors leading out into the rear garden. The space that is on offer certainly allows the family to unwind and relax together whilst not
feeling on top of one another. 

 
Climb the stairs and discover the three bedrooms sized rooms & family bathroom.  At the top of the light flooded landing, you'll find access to the

master bedroom, offering plenty of floorspace for free standing furniture, as well as en‐suite shower room offering w/c, wash hand basin along with
window letting in natural light. There's a handy airing cupboard on the landing, allowing you to deal with all that comes with family life.

The guest bedroom is an equally well proportioned double bedroom where most guests will feel comfortable, measuring an approx  '13x7 x 11'11.'
Bedroom three being the ideal room to use as a home office, but equally well proportioned for a younger child's bedroom offering a window allowing
you to gaze out into the rear garden.  The family bathroom services both bedrooms 2 & 3 and offers bath, wash hand basin and W/C ensuring there

are no que's for the loo when you're embarking on the school run in the morning. 

Externally, the property offers side access, as well as two sets of patio doors allowing you to let the cool summer breeze flood in when the weather is
kind, from the patio doors found both within the kitchen/diner and the lounge, you can step out onto the decking, the idea spot for a table and chairs

to dine alfresco. The garden is mainly laid to lawn, and offers a generous amount of space for a growing family and the children to let off steam.

Bridgefield is situated within easy reach of the town centre, Ashford International Railway Station, and the M20 Motorway. The property is also
walking distance to a local shop and playground. Situated on the highly sought after Bridgefield development, which is located against a woodland
backdrop, yet lies within easy reach of Ashford's high street shops, boutiques, bars, and leisure facilities along with high‐speed rail connections to

London (St Pancras within 38 minutes) and the Continent (Paris within a couple of hours via Eurostar).

A good choice of primary and secondary schools are also close by. The property is close to the local shop and playground and within walking distance
of three Primary Schools. In addition, there is the newly opened Ashford Picture House, to watch the latest movie releases at the forefront of the new
Elwick Road development. If you are a dedicated shopaholic, imagine the temptations that await you at the McArthur Glen designer outlet and the

Bybrook and Evegate Barns. Furthermore, the M20 gives you direct access to the Lakeside and Bluewater shopping centre. Or perhaps if a more
upmarket shopping centre like the Westfield shopping centre located at Stratford is more your thing, then all you need is a high‐speed journey from

Ashford International.
