Situated within a highly sought after and well-established residential location, this traditional three bedroom semi detached home enjoys a superb position close to well regarded local primary
and secondary schools, excellent transport links, and the wide range of shops, restaurants and amenities available within Sutton town centre. Set on a large plot, behind a generous frontage
with a driveway and garage, the property retains a number of attractive character features including, stain glass windows, elegant bay fronted rooms and feature fireplaces, while offering
spacious well proportioned accommodation throughout, making it ideally suited for families or buyers looking to put their own stamp on a property. Internally the property benefits from a
welcoming entrance hall, two spacious and versatile reception rooms including a light filled bay fronted dining room and an inviting rear lounge with patio doors opening onto the garden, a
fitted kitchen, and a generously sized utility room with access into the garage. To the first floor, there is an airy landing, three well proportioned bedrooms, a family bathroom, and a separate
WC. Externally, the property boasts an extensive rear garden, providing fantastic space for outdoor entertaining and family activities, or further landscaping, with additional potential to create
a purpose built home office or workshop towards the far end.
Access is via a tarmac driveway with block paved border, a lawned fore garden with decorative planted borders, attractive brick frontage and access leading to:

ENTRANCE HALL: An arched decorative front entrance door with a featured stained glass circular window and matching stained glass side window, radiator, staircase rising to the first floor
landing, door to a useful under stairs storage cupboard, and further doors leading to:

DINING ROOM: 13'00" into bay window (max) x 10'11" / 10'10" (max) narrowing to 9'08". Single glazed bay window to the front with decorative stained glass panels above, radiator,
coal effect feature fireplace set upon a marble hearth with inset and wooden surround.

LOUNGE: 12'05" x 10'10" (max) narrowing to 9'08" PVC double glazed patio doors opening onto the rear garden with double glazed windows to either side, radiator, coal effect fireplace
set on a marble hearth with insert and wooden surround.

KITCHEN: 8'11" x 6'11" PVC double glazed window to the rear, stainless steel sink and drainer set within a wood effect worksurface, matching wall and base units with draws, tiled
splashback areas, space for an oven and space for an under counter fridge.

UTILITY ROOM: 14'02" x 6'10" PVC double glazed door opening to the rear garden with matching side window, fitted base and wall units with roll top work surfaces, space for additional
white goods, half tiled walls, door providing access to the garage, and a further door leading to an additional storage cupboard.

LANDING: Single glazed stained glass window to the side with secondary glazing, loft access point and doors leading to:

BEDROOM ONE: 13'06" into bay window x 9'08" (min) / 10'11" (max). Single glazed large bay window to the front, radiator, and ample space to accommodate bedroom furniture. 

BEDROOM TWO: 15'00" into bay window x 9'09" PVC double glazed bay window overlooking the rear garden, radiator, two fitted wardrobes.

BEDROOM THREE: 7'06" x 6'11" Single glazed window to the front with added secondary glazing, radiator.

BATHROOM: Obscure PVC double glazed window to the rear, panelled bath with shower over, hand wash basin, tiled wall surrounds, and a useful storage cupboard.

SEPARATE WC: Obscure PVC double glazed window to the side, low flushing WC, and tiled surrounds.

REAR GARDEN: A private rear garden, beginning with a paved patio seating area, leading onto an expansive lawned garden, bordered by mature shrubs and bushes to both sides. A paved
pathway continues to the far end of the garden, which offers excellent potential for further landscaping, an allotment area, additional lawn space, or the creation of a purpose built home office
or workshop.

GARAGE: Accessed via an electric up and over garage door, providing valuable additional storage or parking space. (Please check the suitability of this garage for your own vehicle).
