Ground Floor

The accommodation is entered via a front entrance

door leading into the hallway, with stairs rising to

the first floor and doors leading through to the main

living spaces.

To the front elevation is a living room featuring a

bay window and a fireplace, providing a focal point

to the room.

To the rear is a second reception room, currently

used as a dining room, also benefiting from a

fireplace and offering good space for furnishings.

The kitchen is fitted with a range of wall and base

units with work surfaces over, incorporating a gas

hob, oven, and sink with drainer. A door leads

through to the rear of the property.

The ground floor is completed by a spacious

bathroom comprising a bath, separate shower

cubicle, wash hand basin, and WC.

First Floor

The first floor landing provides access to three

bedrooms and a separate WC.

The main bedroom is positioned to the front and is a

particularly spacious room, featuring fitted

wardrobes.

Bedroom two is a further double room, also

benefiting from fitted storage.

Bedroom three is a single room, suitable for use as a

bedroom, office, or dressing room.

A separate WC is located off the landing.

Outside

To the front of the property is a low‐maintenance

forecourt set behind a brick wall.

To the rear is an enclosed garden featuring a paved patio

area directly off the property, leading to a lawn with





planted borders and a garden shed positioned to the rear.

The garden is enclosed by timber fencing.
