Location

Entrance hall

rises to the first floor, with useful potential for understairs
storage.

Kitchen
The modern kitchen is fitted with a range of matching wall and
base units, complemented by a stainless steel s ink and a
freestanding oven. There is space and plumbing for a washing
mach i ne ,  a l ong  w i t h  add i t i ona l  r oom f o r  f r ee s t and i ng
appliances. A gas boiler is also neatly mounted on the wall.

Living room
The  we l c om i ng  l i v i n g  r o om  p r o v i d e s  amp l e  s p a c e  f o r
comfortable lounge furnishings and benef i ts  f rom sl id ing
doors leading through to the conservatory, al lowing for a
seamless flow of natural light and additional living space.

Conservatory
The conservatory provides a versatile additional living space,
ideal for use as a dining area, children’s playroom, or hobby
space, with pleasant views over the garden.

Bedroom one is a well-proportioned double room, benefiting
from fitted wardrobe space and offering a comfortable and
practical layout.
