WC / cloakroom completes the ground floor.

To the first floor, the main double bedroom benefits from
a built-in wardrobe and a generous en-suite shower room.
T h e  s e c o n d  b e d r o o m  i s  a l s o  a  g o o d - s i z e d  d o u b l e ,  w i t h
plenty  of  space  for  wardrobes  and third  bedroom would
make a small  double if  necessary but is  currently used as
a home office. 

O u t s i d e ,  t h e  b e a u t i f u l  r e a r  g a r d e n  h a s  b e e n  i n c r e d i b l y
well  loved and maintained by the current  owners,  with a
number of  patio areas,  mature planting,  raised beds and
