A
particular feature of the property is the mature, west facing rear garden which extends
to approximately 100" in depth and offers privacy and sun spots in equal measure.
There are residents' permits for The Grove but also the rare benefit for the area of a
single garage in a block on Little Grove Place. The property is available with no
onward chain. Conveniently located for the town centre, the house is within a short
walk of a range of amenities. A selection of pubs, restaurants and independent cafes
are close at hand with attractive river walks on Bedford's picturesque Embankment
within a short stroll.
