The public leisure
centre is located on the edge of the town.

The main line railway station is just 10 minutes walk and offers fast and
frequent services north to London terminals and there are separate
branch lines south to Dorking and Guildford. Junction 9 of the M25 is
only a two-minute drive away, providing easy access to both. Gatwick
and Heathrow Airports.

There is a wide range of quality private and state schooling in the
general area. State schools include St Andrew's RC School and Therfield
Secondary School, both in Leatherhead. Private schools include St.
John's in Leatherhead, Downsend Prep School.
